Contentment in Christ
Philippians 4:10-23

1. Getting started:
What’s one area of life where you find it hard to know how much is enough?
(It could be something big or small, serious or light-hearted!)

2. Paul’s unusual thank-you:
Do you agree Paul never actually says “thank you” for the gifts the Philippians sent him?
Why do you think he writes in this way? What is he trying to communicate about himself, his faith, or their partnership?

3. “I can do all this through him who gives me strength” (v.13):
How does understanding the context of contentment help us interpret this verse correctly?
What kind of strength does Jesus give Paul — and us?

4. A partnership in giving and receiving:
Even though Paul doesn’t use the words “thank you,” why does he so deeply value their support?
What can this teach us about partnership in mission and our own approach to giving?

5. “Credited to your account” (v.17):
What do you think Paul means by this phrase?
In what sense are the Philippians “credited”?
How does Paul’s use of sacrificial language in verse 18 help us see their giving as an act of worship?

6. God’s provision and our giving (v.19):
How does Paul’s confidence in God’s provision shape the way we think about generosity and contentment?

7. Putting it into practice:
What might we need to learn about being content “in any and every situation”?
How might God be prompting us to grow in generosity and in how we use our resources for his mission and glory?
