On Earth as it is in Heaven
John 16:16-33

1. Getting started:
How easy do you find personal and corporate prayer?
Are there any particular issues which make prayer difficult for you?

Have you any experiences of answered prayer you would care to share?

2. On earth as it is in Heaven
What do you think Jesus meant us to understand when he included that phrase in the Lord’s prayer?
How should it affect the way be pray, and our prayer topics?
How far removed from heaven is the reality of life on earth? What global issues should we be praying for?

At this point you may want to pause, and pray for a global issue

3. Ask anything
If we ask God nicely, will he grant all our prayers? (Consider for example John 16:23)
 If our prayer doesn’t seem to be being answered, should we give up?

4. Jesus’ Final Discourse 
What were the lessons about prayer that Jesus wanted the disciples to grasp in John chapters 14-17?
 
5. In Jesus’ name
What do you think Jesus means when he tells us to pray in his name?   What difference does that make? (consider John 14:13-14)

6. Corrie Ten Boom said
The wonderful thing about praying is that you leave a world of not being able to do something, and enter God’s realm where everything is possible.
He specialises in the impossible.
Nothing is too great for his almighty power,
Nothing is too small for his love.

How far does this reflect your experience?
7. In the sermon Geoff talked about assured prayer (because of Jesus’ reign with God), Christ-like prayer (reflecting Jesus’ priorities) and persistent prayer (demanding patience)

Discuss the implications of these in our prayer life

8. Putting it into practice:
As a group, consider selecting one global issue, and agreeing to include this in your daily personal prayers for an extended period
