At the table with Jesus – Love at the table 
Luke 7:36-50

1. As you read the scene, what stands out most to you about Simon, the woman and Jesus? What contrasts do you notice between Simon and the woman?

2. Jesus says, “Whoever has been forgiven little loves little.” What do you think he means? How does a deeper awareness of our own forgiveness shape our love for Jesus?

3. Jesus received the woman’s messy, costly and public act of devotion. What encourages you in that about coming to Jesus as you are? How does this help us hear his question: Do you know you are forgiven?

4. Where have you seen someone respond to Jesus with costly or wholehearted love? What did that teach you about devotion? 

5. Simon saw a “sinful woman”; Jesus saw a person to welcome and forgive. Why is it sometimes easy to sit in Simon’s seat without realising it? How does knowing we are forgiven help us love and welcome others like Jesus?

6. Who might God be prompting you to make space for this week? What might that look like in practice?
