
Sunday 24th May – Connect Group Notes

Recognised in the breaking of bread 
Luke 24:13 - 25


1. Reread the passage - asking the Holy Spirit to help you identify with the characters in this gospel account.

2. In what ways does Jesus fulfil the prophesies about the Davidic Messiah (Christ) in 
2 Sam 7:12 - 14? 

3. Look at Jesus’ baptism in Luke 3:21 - 23.  The words used link the Messiah and the Suffering Servant, which echoes Isaiah 42:1 and Ps 2:6 - 8.  

4. Look at Isaiah 52:13 - 53:6. How does Jesus fulfil this picture of the Suffering Servant?  Why is it significant that Jesus links the picture of the Suffering Servant with that of the Messiah?

5. Jesus frequently refers to himself as the Son of Man. How does Daniel 7:13 -14 complete our understanding of Jesus the Messiah, the Suffering Servant and the Son of Man? 
(Jesus links all 3 titles to reshape understanding of the Messiah as the conquering hero to include his sufferings for the sins of the world and his resurrection and ascending to the Father to establish his reign). 

6. The disciples now understood how Jesus had fulfilled the OT scriptures but they went onto have a personal encounter with him during the breaking of bread.  
Share how you may have had a personal encounter with Jesus and how this helped you to turn around.

7. Encourage each other by sharing ways that you can intentionally spend time with Jesus. 

8. Why is the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost so important?  Share how the Lord has spoken to you in equipping and sending you out to do his work, both individually and as part of the church (past, present, future).
